Bull’s-Eye
Purpose: Read prayer phrases, translate Hebrew words, or identify Hebrew letters
Materials Needed: Flashcards or page with lines of Hebrew, die, pawns, deck of cards
Playing Directions:
1. Divide class into 2 or 3 teams, or play in groups of 4 or less.
2. Each team puts a pawn on any “START".
3. First player translates a Hebrew word, reads a prayer phrase, or identifies a letter. If the player
makes a mistake, play passes to the next team. If player Is correct, the player rolls the die
and moves around bull's-eye board the number on the die.
If player lands on a shaded space, move in one ring in towards the center with the “Star of David”.
4. Play goes to the next team. Play continues until a team or player reaches the “Star of David”.
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
